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Safety Tips When Riding After Rain

After rains like those we have had during the
month of January, our trails and arenas get quite
wet. This causes dangerous conditions for both
horses and riders. Riding on soaked ground de-
grades the footing in our arenas, bridle paths,
and our Mountain Park. Our arenas and round
pens were just refurbished last summer, so let us
please protect our investment.

Please follow these safety tips when riding in and
after rain:

e If your horse begins to slip while riding on a
trail, turn around and return to drier ground.
Both horse and rider are at risk for injury
when the footing is slippery. All common area
and Mountain Park trails can be particularly
slick.

e Be aware that ground may look solid but it
can easily give way to holes or collapse when it
is wet or drying out. Banks commonly fail and
slide into streambeds.

e If the arenas have puddles or are slippery or
slushy, please wait until they are drier before
use.

Although your horse probably needs a good run,
it is better to wait until the ground is drier than to
risk a pulled tendon, ligament, or something
worse.

Depending on the amount of rain, it can take our
trails and arenas several days to a week to dry out
and become safe to use again. The bridle paths
usually dry sooner and you can use them while
other facilities are drying out.
